Biography of Fr. Bruno Robert D’Souza, C.P.

Fr. Bruno was born on March 13, 1976, in Vasai, a small town in the north of Mumbai (Bombay), India.  His parents, Robert and Veronica, are retired.  He is the oldest of their children.  He has two brothers, Callistus and Osden; and one sister, Justina. All of them are married and well settled. 

While in high school, some Passionist priests visited his school and shared about the Passionist way of life. Eventually, he joined the Passionist Minor seminary in Cochin, in June 1995. He went on to study Philosophy and Theology in Bangalore.  He was ordained on December 4, 2004. 

As a seminarian, Bruno worked with youth, both in parishes during his studies, and during his year of Pastoral experience. He also worked in a parish in northeast India, among the tribals, which he considers a very enriching experience. Since his ordination, he has been serving as the Director of Passionist Students at our Philosophy house in Bhopal, Madhya Pradesh, India.

When asked what these four years have been like for him as a young priest, Fr. Bruno offered the following testimony.

“These four years after my ordination have been very enriching and challenging because I also got to work, at various times, with the marginalized, the nomads and the rag-pickers. 

“From my youth, I was always drawn towards the Passion and death of Jesus Christ. The traditional Lenten observances in my home parish and the holy week services were very close to my heart and I took special interest in them as an altar server and later as a member of the youth group in the parish. I guess this is what drew me closer to the Spirit of the Passionist Community and to its way of life. 

“I believe that the Passion of Christ still continues in the many crucified of today-some of whom we can reach out to and the many others who still are longing for strength and consolation in their life. May the Passion of Jesus Christ be always in our hearts!”
